AUDITION REQUIREMENTS FOR

VOCAL MUSIC AUDITION

Two prepared selections:

1. Required piece: Caro mio ben- Guiseppe Giordani

On at the PCA website under Vocal Music Audition you will find three “pdf” pages
for the required selection. You can print this off on your computer printer. You will
need to use this music to prepare for your audition.

There will be six (6) MP3 files

File 1. Caro mio ben in the key of C major being sung for a demonstration by a
female singer

File 2: Caro mio ben in the key of C major being sung for a demonstration by a
male singer

File 3: Caro mio ben in the key of C major with just the piano accompaniment
File 4: Caro mio ben in the key of Eb major being sung for a demonstration by a
female singer

File 5: Caro mio ben in the key of Eb major being sung for a demonstration by a
male singer

File 6: Caro mio ben in the key of E flat major with just the piano
Accompaniment

As you practice with the CD you will need to see if you are more comfortable
singing the selection in C major (a medium key) or in E flat major (a high key).

2. Second selection may be chosen from the following repertoire:
Folks songs

Art songs

Sprituals

Sacred songs

Broadway show tunes

NOTE

1. Students may provide their own accompanist or may use the PCA accompanist. If the student
wishes to

use a tape cassette or CD accompaniment it must not have vocals recorded.

2. Pop music is not recommended. Singing a capella (unaccompanied) is discouraged.

3. Students must provide two copies of the second selection to be performed.

4. Performance by memory is recommended, but not required.

In addition to singing the two selections you will be asked to sing some vocal exercises which will
be used to

check your range and vocal technique. Also there will be some tonal recall and sight-singing.
